selves and others. May the Lord’s greatest blessing be yours today and
everyday. We remember also, mother’s who have gone to their rest in
Christ. May the Lord grant them eternal rest and reward them well for
all the love and attention they gave.

Congratulations Confirmandi. On Thursday of this past week
Bishop Francis Reiss confirmed 102 young parishioners. I congratu-
late you for accepting this sacrament, and I pray that you will seek the
counsel of the Holy Spirit in all the choices that you will make in your
life. May the Spirit lead you to seek what is right and just and keep
you strong in faith and discipleship.

Catholic Services Appeal. Last Sunday marked the beginning of our
annual CSA appeal. The CSA is what permits the Archdiocese to min-
ister to the needs of the local Church of Detroit. The CSA funds a
number of programs and provides the professional ministers to admin-
istrate these programs. In addition, the CSA supports Sacred Heart
Major Seminary where the majority of men and women preparing for
ministry take their classes. Needless to say the Archdiocese could not
function without your support. This year our goal is $125,580. To date
we have received in pledges and donations $13,248. I respectfully ask
that all prayerfully consider this request and contribute to the best of
your ability.

Church Doors. Last week I announced that the refurbishing of the
pews would soon begin, and of course you will notice this weekend
that the first four pews have been removed. The church doors are the
next issue, however, the front doors are part of the frame of the front
of the building and present particular issues. A parishioner, who is an
engineer and who has asked to remain anonymous, has offered to
substantially finance an initial architectural study. This is a great gift
as it will allow us to understand the costs of undertaking necessary
repairs and upgrades. In order that this can be accomplished properly I
have appointed several parishioners, all of whom have engineering or
construction backgrounds, to a task force to study the physical needs
of the church building. The task force members are Doug Ehrheart,
Dr. Thomas Meyer, John Glynn, Larry Utter, Mark Paulus and Rob
Nofz. The task force has identified the needs in three phases with
phase one being the most important. The first phase is the vestibule
which includes concerns for handicap bathrooms, church doors (front
and side doors), enclosing of the choir loft for better sound control and
to determine if a potential exists to enlarge the vestibule. The second
phase is the nave of the church. Here the concerns are the windows,
air conditioning (the current units are almost 30 years old and near the
end of service life), and the pipes for the heating system. The other
issues are the pews and lighting which I wrote about last weekend.
The final phase is the sanctuary area. You may remember that the altar
has three major stress cracks caused by an improper foundation. The
platform that the altar is on is not sufficiently sturdy to withstand the
weight of a marble altar. The other issue is the numerous steps and the
limited space of the sanctuary. This initial study will provide a general
idea of what these repairs and upgrades would cost. The task force
interviewed five firms and selected Construction Resources to handle
this initial study. In this initial phase Construction Resources is gather-
ing information and will prepare an estimated cost report in several
weeks. At this time there are no definite plans except for the pews and
lighting. The remaining issues will be reviewed based upon projected
costs. Whatever is identified will be brought to your attention for re-
view and discussion. I will keep you undated on the proceedings.

We had cut the pages of a wallpa-
per book into strips and rolled them into elongated beads which
we strung onto a heavy piece of string. I remember my mom
opening the gift and immediately putting it on. I was so proud
to have made such a treasure for my mom whom I loved so
much. She thought it was beautiful! Of course, through the
years there were many gifts given to my mom both homemade
and store-bought, but the most frequently received were the
spiritual bouquets that we gave. The good Felician Sisters (I
went to St. Valentine Grade School) would run off on the
mimeograph machine a fill-in-the-blank card in purple ink with
a picture of a bouquet of flowers on it which we would color.(I
loved when I could use my pencil crayons!). It would look like
this: Our Fathers, Hail Marys, and
Glory Bes. She loved those.

As a mother myself, I know that the gifts from the heart are
the most treasured. My kids don’t even need to ask what I
want for Mother’s Day. They know I want them to be with me
at Mass. Being with my family is gift enough, but the best gift
is praying together at Mass. That is what warms my heart and
brings a smile to my face. For all mothers, grandmothers,
aunts, spiritual mothers, and mothers at heart, I pray that you
receive the gift of presence and prayer from your families.
