CATEQHISM

What exactly is CateQUIZm and how does it work? It’s a new
take on Catholic Catechism lessons for adults based on the
Baltimore Catechism, set in an informal, slightly modified
Trivia-Night-style format. It begins with some yummy pub-
grub-type snacks, coupled with a glass of wine or a cold beer
with friends or soon-to-become friends gathered at round ta-
bles in the school cafeteria. Gary Michuta or Fr. Bill gives a
brief presentation on the evening’s lesson and that is followed
by a 10-question quiz, which you can answer on your own or
in collaboration with your table-mates. Papers are collected
and one is randomly drawn to answer the first question; if cor-
rect, the person wins $10 and continues answering questions
until he/she misses one. If there is a wrong answer, another
quiz paper is randomly drawn and that person has a chance to
continue play, winning $10 per correct answer. Some folks
have won $20-30-40; some have taken home the entire $100
that is available! The evening has proven to be a lot of fun for
everyone and free childcare is available by prior arrangement
by calling the parish office (734-261-1455, ext. 200) by 5 PM
of the previous day. So, now that you know, why not stop by
and check it out for yourself.

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An RCIA Update & Why We Are

Dismissing a Catechumen
If you normally come to the 10 AM Mass on Sunday,
you may notice since November we have been dis-
missing one of our catechumens (an unbaptized per-
son) from the liturgy. So why is someone leaving
Mass early?

Dismissal is an integral part of the formation of cate-
chumens that the Rite of Christian Initiation of
Adults lists as one of the four ways we train catechu-
mens for the Christian life. Dismissal is not about
catechesis, but rather a deeper, prayerful reflection of
the Sunday Scriptures and application to one’s life.
Often times, unbaptized men or women are unfamil-
iar with the Bible or who Jesus is. Adding the dismis-
sal, gives them more focused time to pray with Sa-
cred Scripture and learn how to hear God’s voice
speak to them.

By dismissing the catechumens it teaches the rest of
the congregation these are not yet members of the
Christian community, but they are preparing to one
day share at the table of the Eucharist with us. We
can pray for them as they come to know and under-
stand who Jesus is for them in their hearts.

Our baptized candidates remain in the liturgy. While
they cannot yet share full communion with us in the
Holy Eucharist, they participate as fully as they are
able.

Adding the dismissal was a prayerful decision made
with Fr. Bill and the RCIA team members. It is won-
derful to see the fruit of this bear life in the lives of
the participants. In the next few weeks, we will have
three more joining and participating in dismissal.

We currently have eight men and women participat-
ing in RCIA this year. All of them are on a unique,
journey with Jesus, and it has been such an honor for
myself and the team members to play a part in their
spiritual journey. It has been so beautiful to watch
the friendships and bonds form.

I look forward for you getting to know more about
them these next months as they prepare to enter the
Catholic Church. Please keep Kristen, Paige, Tracy,
Alexandra, Matilda, Maria, Rebecca, and Ryan in
your daily prayers.
